National Sheriffs’ Association supports incorporation of Intelligence/Investigations Function for Managing Major Investigations (Crimes and Terrorism) Guidelines Document into the revised 2008 NIMS Organization Chart and other associated  documents.
Whereas, the National Incident Management System was designed to assist all public safety agencies to manage and coordinate response to large scale incidents; and

Whereas, in responding to a terrorist event, Life Safety Operations are the initial top priority, but intelligence/investigations must be adequately addressed, particularly when the event contains a crime scene;  and 

Whereas, An appropriate level of importance and authority within the Incident Command system organization must be established for activities of the Intelligence/Investigations function in order to create the appropriate mechanism within the Incident Command system and the U.S. Intelligence Community (USIC);  and
Whereas, this will facilitate transmission of intelligence to the USIC from the Incident Command and allow receipt of intelligence and sensitive information by the Incident Command from the USIC, subject to legal restrictions;  and
Whereas, this will establish a formal and direct conduit between the FBI Joint Operations Center and the Incident Command Organization to communicate intelligence information to and from the USIC;  and

Whereas, This will further create a standard operating procedure, mission organization, nomenclature, work flow and other items that is compatible with the FBI Joint Operations Center “crisis management” investigative/ intelligence doctrine;  and now
THEREFORE BE IT RESOLVED that the National Sheriffs’ Association (NSA) supports incorporation of Intelligence/Investigations Function for Managing Major Investigations (Crimes and Terrorism) Guidelines Document into the revised 2008 NIMS Organization Chart and other correlating documents.
