NATIONAL SHERIFFS’ ASSOCIATION SUPPORTS 
LAW ENFORCEMENT CAREER PROGRAMS 
AT THE SECONDARY SCHOOL LEVEL

WHEREAS, America’s Office of Sheriff requires a developmental pipeline of quality recruits; and

WHEREAS, most states and many local school systems have developed in-school, law enforcement career programs at the high school level; and

WHEREAS, the U.S. Department of Education requires states and schools, with career programs and receiving federal assistance, to have quality student assessments in the targeted career field that result in meaningful certifications backed by qualified organizations;

WHEREAS, a mission of the “National Partnership for Careers in Law, Public Safety, Corrections and Security” is to help develop relevant courses of study assessments of student knowledge, skills and ethics; and, 

WHEREAS, no nationally recognized law enforcement career program course or courses with related assessments and certification currently exists at the secondary school level; and

WHEREAS, the development of a nationally recognized course or courses, and related assessments and certification are necessary to ensure an effective developmental pipeline of quality recruits in law enforcement; and

WHEREAS, the National Sheriffs’ Association supports the recruitment and development efforts to develop national law enforcement career programs with the National Partnership.
THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED, that the National Sheriffs’ Association will work jointly with National Partnership for Careers in Law, Public Safety, Corrections and Security to help provide practitioner relevant courses and related assessments and certifications of student knowledge, skills and ethics,

BE IT FURTHER RESOLVED, that the National Sheriffs’ Association urges all of America’s 3,084 Sheriffs to become involved in the development and piloting of the relevant courses and related assessments and certifications of student knowledge, skills and ethics; and, once developed, use the program to further their recruitment efforts and support their communities’ education system.
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
